The Four-Way Test was conceived in 1932 by Herbert J. Taylor, a Chicago Rotarian and President of Rotary International in 1954-55.  He applied the Four-Way test to the operation of his company with remarkable results and subsequently shared it with others.  

The first, second and third places winners in the club essay contest will be given a cash award.  In addition, the first place winner will be submitted for district consideration where first, second and third place winners from District 7710 will be recognized with cash awards and plaques.

The Four-Way Test is a standard for guiding behavior for the good of all.  It includes four questions:
Of the things we think, say or do . . .
1. Is it the TRUTH?

2. Is it FAIR to all concerned?

3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS?

4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?

To compete in the contest, students will write an essay of not more than 300 words on The Four-Way Test.  They will be encouraged to develop their own approach to the subject and apply the Test to their daily lives.
