District 7710 Awards

Awards Based on Measurements (requiring no club data submission)

1. Club Attendance Award  – This award will be presented to the club that has the highest average club attendance for the period April 1 last year to March 31 this year. 
In order to be considered for this award, the club must have filed attendance reports for all months during the period. Attendance data will be collected from the District office to determine the winning club.

2. Membership Growth Award – This award will be presented to the club in each of the following categories that had the highest net membership growth percentage: large club (51+ members); medium club (26 to 50 members); small club (25 or fewer members) that had the highest net membership growth percentage. Net growth percentage will be calculated as the number of members on January 1 this Rotary year, divided by the total membership reported on January 1 of the previous Rotary year minus 1 and converted to a percentage. 

(Example: if a club reported 50 members last January 1 and 55 members this January 1, the net growth is 55 divided by 50 which equals 1.10 or 110 percent. Subtracting 1 equals a growth rate of 10 percent. Likewise, a club reporting 30 members last January 1 and 35 this January 1 has a growth rate of 16.7 percent [30/35=1.167; minus 1equals .167 or 16.7 percent].)
Membership information will be obtained from the copy of the club’s semi-annual reports filed with the District office.

3. Best C.A.R.T. Participation Award – This award will be presented to the club with the highest per capita giving to the C.A.R.T. fund. Contributions must be received by March 15.

Contributions received during the period April 1 last year to March 31 this year will be considered. Club treasurer should send quarterly updates of C.A.R.T. YTD funds received and submit to the District Governor for inclusion in the District Governor’s monthly newsletter.
Information on CART contributions will be obtained from the District Treasurer. Club membership will be obtained from the copy of the latest semi-annual report filed with the District office.
Awards Requiring Club Data Submission
Note: To be considered for these awards, the club must submit its entries to the Awards Committee by April 1 (No foolin’, No exceptions! :-)). Clubs will select a delegate (clubs submitting entries MUST select a delegate) to attend the District Conference where judging for and presentation of the awards will take place. Judging will take place on Saturday, April 17, 2010. Submit your club delegate’s name to the District Awards Committee by April 1. Each club delegate will review and vote at the District Conference on all clubs’ submissions in each award category. 
1. Star Service Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best overall achievement in club service, including participation in District-wide and Rotary International activities/events. Also include cooperation with other clubs in the District, outside the District, or international clubs in conducting service projects.
Applicants should detail their involvement in activities, such as club extension, membership, attendance, new member orientation, fellowship, fund-raisers, club bulletin, club web site, publicity of club events, participation by percentage of members in the District Assembly, Mid-Year Assembly, Foundation Seminar, District Conference, and International Convention. 

Also considered will be the promptness and thoroughness in filing District and RI reports (monthly attendance reports, semi-annual reports, etc.). 1 point is awarded for each project / each event club members attended. 
The District Award Committee will provide a report format.

2. Best Community Service Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best overall achievement in Community Service. 1 point is awarded per project. Please note that projects submitted in prior years are ineligible UNLESS the project has a new dimension.
Applicants should provide details on club support and participation in community service projects. Such projects may include: District Simplified Grants, Salvation Army bell-ringing, helping needy families at Christmas, RAH (Rotarians Against Hunger), sponsoring citizenship awards, service at the Ronald McDonald house, help to the Boys and Girls Home at Lake Waccamaw, RAD (Rotarians Against Drugs), participation in the District’s Take A Kid to the Ball Game project, support of the Food Bank, plus others. 

The club should elaborate on its submission the amount of dollars involved, the number or percentage of club members participating in the service project, the number of people substantially affected by the project, and the effect on the community overall.

The District Award Committee will provide a report format.

3. Best International Service Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best overall achievement in International Service. 1 point is awarded per project / each event club members attended. Please note that projects submitted in prior years are ineligible UNLESS the project has a new dimension.
Applicants should describe their involvement in the following areas: participation in GSE, Ambassadorial Scholarships, matching grants, Million Meals, Annual Peace Center Conference attendance (% of members), plus other international service projects.
Please note that Foundation awards are presented separately by the District’s General Foundation Chair (i.e., sustaining members, Paul Harris Fellowships, benefactors, Foundation giving).
The club should elaborate on its submission the amount of dollars involved, the number or percentage of club members participating in the service project, the number of people substantially affected by the project, and the project’s effect on the community overall.
The club should also note how the project contributes to Rotary International’s goal of improving the human condition and advancing the ultimate goal of world understanding and peace.
The District Award Committee will provide a report format.

4. Best Vocational Service Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best overall achievement in Vocational Service. 1 point is awarded per project / activity. Please note that projects submitted in prior years are ineligible UNLESS the project has a new dimension.
Applicants should note their involvement in the following areas: Four-Way Test, RYLA, Luther Hodges Ethics (recognition of ethics in business) / Character Education (in schools), site visits, job fairs, job shadowing, internships, participation in SCORE, Business Person of the Year, celebration and worth of all jobs, Interact, Rotaract, plus any other vocational service activity or project.

The District Award Committee will provide a report format.

5. Retention & Membership Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best project, activity, or event pertaining to membership retention. 1 point is awarded per project / activity. Please note that projects submitted in prior years are ineligible UNLESS the project has a new dimension. The club secretary is responsible for submitting retention data according to club records.
The club should note its involvement in projects, activities, or events promoting retention of current members over the past 5 years. Explain specific programs that have increased retention, such as mentoring, contacting Rotarians who have missed meetings, fireside, involving members in club activities, and helping members transfer membership to other Rotary clubs within and outside of the District when they are relocating, training programs, and any other initiatives that have been successful in retaining members. Give specifics of membership growth programs, such as membership teams, membership incentive programs, targeted membership opportunities, etc. 
Awards will be presented by club size: small clubs (up to 25 members); medium clubs (26-50 members); and large clubs (51 or more members).
The District Award Committee will provide a report format.

6. Best Club Bulletin Award – This award will be presented to the club with the best club bulletin. Factors considered are appearance, content, timeliness, and regularity of publication. The club will submit 3 consecutive club bulletins from Rotary year 2009-2010. If your club does its bulletins online, print them for submission to the Awards Committee. Laptops will be available at the District Conference for club delegates to review and judge the online versions.
Bulletins must be received by the District Awards Committee on or before April 1.

7. Best Club Web Site Award – This award will be presented to the club judged to have the best web site. Overall appearance, a calendar of events, pertinent club information, links to other Rotary club web sites, links to Rotary International, district information, promotion of Rotary and its ideals, and information on up-to-date club activities and programs will be considered. Laptops will be available at the District Conference for club delegates to review and judge the websites.
Submit your club website’s URL to the District Awards Committee by April 1.
8. Rotarian of the Year – Your club should select its Rotarian of the Year. Provide the name of your Rotarian of the Year by June 15th and elaborate on why this person was selected. Suggestions: Participated in all Four Avenues of Service, spearheaded successful fund-raising project, etc. Note: The District Governor will award these at the end of the Rotary year (June 30th).

Rotary International Awards

1. Presidential Citation – Clubs in the District that meet or exceed the minimum requirements as set forth in the Presidential Citation application. Each club must submit the information required in a timely fashion to the District Governor. Please note that eligibility criteria are established by the President of Rotary International.
The District Award Committee will provide the report format from RI.

2. Presidential Citation for Interact – This award will be presented to the Interact clubs in the District that meet or exceed the minimum requirements as set forth in the Presidential Citation for Interact clubs’ application from RI and will be recognized at the District Conference.

The District Award Committee and District Interact Chair will provide a report format.
*Note: The Presidential Citation and Presidential Citation for Interact will be presented after the end of the current Rotary year. Award submissions do not have to be sent in until June 30, 2010.
3. Family of Rotary Award – This award will be presented to a Rotarian’s family member or significant other in each club for recognition of outstanding service to club, the community, and the District by participation in club and District projects.

Each club should submit the name of its winner to the District Awards Committee by April 1. Please elaborate on the specific contributions this person has made to your Rotary club, the community, and the District. An overall District winner will be chosen by club delegates.
